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Assessment Methodology

The data presented in this supplement was provided by the Hendricks County Community Foundation
as a subset of data collected for their 2019 Hendricks County Community Needs Assessment. The Needs
Assessment was distributed widely throughout Hendricks County (Indiana) with over 3,000 completed
surveys.

In 2019, the population of Danville was estimated as 9,922 (U.S. Census). For this supplement, 451
surveys were received from Danville residents resulting in a confidence level of 95% with a 5% margin
of error for the data reflecting the views of Danville residents as a whole. Demographics of the survey
respondents can be found on the last page.
